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Tim’S TIDBITS

As we continue our Lenten journey today, we encounter the
transfigured Jesus. In his glory, Jesus embodies our future life
just as Abraham’s future was promised by God.

The Cross is a central symbol of Lent and is our focus. In the
Gathering Space we find the Cross, with a pedestal of rock
and purple sash on this Second Sunday of Lent. As we pass
by it, we are reminded of what it symbolizes for us. When
you pass by it feel free to touch it, as you enter or exit the
church proper. Let it serve as a reminder to you of the
season. This is the Cross which we will use throughout the
season and one that we will venerate on Good Friday.
Throughout the season of Lent, let our Cross be our guide as
we move towards the most sacred time of the Church Year —
the Paschal Triduum. With Lent, always let our focus be on
the glorious, redemptive act, of the triumphant cross. Our
focus is always to be on the Resurrection, what we all await
and hope for.

Living the Paschal Mystery (from Living Liturgy, 2017)
Jesus commands the disciples to “Rise, and do not be afraid.”
The journey of discipleship has its dangers (temptations), but
we still venture forth on the journey to eternal glory. We trust
in God’s guidance (given through law, prophets, teachings of
Jesus, Gospel living modeled by others) and surrender
ourselves into God’s hands. All we need to do is exclaim with
Peter, “Lord, it is good that we are here.”

We are with Jesus through our own practice of taking some
time every day to read God’s word in Scripture, through the
good modeling of discipleship by another, through the
guidance we seek in spiritual direction, through the
disciplines we choose for Lent. There are many ways we
share in Jesus’ glorified Presence. Being here with Jesus
means that we keep our eyes focused on the vision of Jesus
transfigured and know that God, in great love and divine
mercy, intends that we share in that same glory. We cannot
lose sight of Jesus himself. “Lord, it is good that we are here.”

THE FEAST OF ST. GERALD, MONDAY, MARCH 13
Who is St. Gerald?

St. Gerald was the bishop of Mayo, an English monk, date of
birth unknown; died 13 March, 731. He followed St. Colman
to Ireland, and settled in Innisboffin, in 668. Dissensions
arose, after a time, between the Irish and the English monks,
and St. Colman decided to found a separate monastery for the
thirty English brethren. Thus arose the Abbey of Mayo (Magh
Eo, the yew plain), known as "Mayo of the Saxons", with St.
Gerald as the first abbot, in 670. Although St. Gerald was a
comparatively young man, he proved a wise ruler, and
governed the abbey until 697, when, it

is said, he resigned in favour of St. Did ‘)
Adamnan. After the governance of St. you
Adamnan, St. Gerald returned to the knOW.
abbey and the Saxon saint continued

to govern the Abbey and Diocese of

Mayo till his death. His feast is celebrated on 13 March.
